The recitation of A Prayer or Teachers or Panalangin
para sa mga Guro shall be observed.

3. All school heads and district supervisors are enjoined to lead all the activities
for the said celebration. Each Sub-Office is required to compile a set of documents
from the schools’ NTD and WTD celebrations for submission to the Central Office.

4. All schools and sub-offices are required to post streamers with the required
logo to ensure that the public is aware of the NTD & WTD Celebrations. Central Office
will provide official designs for our reference.
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3. Expenses relative to the conduct of the said celebrations shall be charged to
local funds, School MOOE, PTA/PTCA funds, local school board funds, and other
sources available, subject to the usual accounting and auditing rules and
regulations.
